Anglo-American Cataloguing Rules (AACR)
published in 1967

Revised I1n 1978, when the ‘2’ was added for the 2nd
edition

The Joint Steering Committee for the Revision of
AACR (JSC) was charged to revise and create AACR3



JSC proposed changes to AACRZ2 so that it would:

be a more efficient and easier to use system

provide improved access to new media types

be compatible with other standards used worldwide
make the cataloguing rules international in scope

be used as a metadata standard so that other kinds of
organizations (museums, archives, publishers, etc.)
might be able to use it

be a web-based, interactive interface for presenting
Information
