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NATIONAL LIBRARIES 

With knowledge doubling every five (5) 
years, library collections are growing 
at astonishing rates. The most promis­
ing developments in making materials 
available throughout the world are 
being made by the national library sys­
tems. This article will underline the 
national libraries in some countries. 

GREAT BRITAIN 

There are three (3) national libraries 
1. The National Library of Wales 
2. The National Library of Scotland 
3. The British Library 

These libraries are supported by their 
prospective governments and each ac­
quires a complete collection related to 
the development of their own regions. 

The National Library of Wales was for­
med to collect all works by or relating 
to Wales, the Welsh and/or their 
authors. The National Library of Scot­
land was formed to maintain its name­
sake. The British Library formally 
came into being by the British Library 
Act in 1972. The library is organized 
in reference, lending Ii< bibliographic 
services divisions. It also publishes 
the General Catalogue of Printed Books 
to describe the volumes in its posses­
sion. 

FRANCE 

Libraries are under the jurisdiction of 
the Ministry of National Education. 
The Bibliotheque Nationale, the oldest 
national library in the world, contains 
France's most important collection. 
The Catalogue generale de !ivres im­
primes presents most of its volumes and 
manuscripts. 

BIBLIOTHEQUES NATIONALES 

Avec les connaissances qui doublent it tous les 
cinq (5) ans, les collections des bibliothe­
ques se developpent it un rythme incroyable. 
Des developpements des plus prometteurs sont 
en train de se realiser par 1 'entremise des 
bibliotheques nationales. Ces developpements 
permettront l'accessibilite internationale it 
tous ces documents. Cet article ne souligne 
que les bibliotheques nationales de certains 
pays. 

GRANDE-BRETAGNE 

II Y a trois (3) bibliotheques nationales: 
1. Bibliotheque nationale du Pays de Galle 
2. Bibliotheque nationale d'Ecosse 
3. British Library 

Ces bibliotheques sont subventionnees par leur 
gouvernement respectif et chacune acquiert une 
collection complete ayant trait au developpe­
ment de leurs regions. 

La Bibliotheque nationale du Pays de Galle a 
ete cree pour conserver et collectioner tous 
les ouvrages paru au sujet du, ou, par Ie Pays 
de Galle et les auteurs gallois. De son cote, 
l'Ecosse a cree sa propre bibliotheque na­
tionale avec Ie meme mandat. C'est en 1972, 
gr§ce au "British Library Act" que la British 
Library a ete officiellement etablie. La bi­
bliotheque est composee d 'un service de refe­
rence, de pret et d' un service bibliographi­
que. Aussi, elle est responsable de la publi­
cation du "General Catalogue of Printed Books" 
qui repertorie et decrit les volumes qu' elle 
possede. 

FRANCE 

Les bibliotheques sont sous la jurisdiction du 
Ministere national de l'education. La Biblio­
theque nationale est 1 'une des plus ancienne 
au monde et contient la plus importante col­
lection de France. Le Catalogue general de 
!ivres imprimes repertorie la plupart de ses 
ouvrages et manuscrits. 
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GERMANY 

The Federal Republic of Germany, though 
lacking a national library, the func­
tions of such an institution have been 
performed by the "Deutche Bibliotek" in 
Frankfurt, the "Staatbibliothek Preus­
sischer Kulturbesitz" in Berlin and the 
"Bayrische Staatsbibliothek"in Munich. 

The "Deutsch Staatsbibliothek" in East 
Berlin is the centre for the interna­
tional exchange of publications and for 
German and international interlibrary 
lending. The "Deutsche Bticherer" at 
Leipzig collects all German language 
publications and their translations, 
and publications on Germany in foreign 
languages; it serves as East Germany's 
national library. 

UNITED SOVIET SOCIALIST REPUBLIC 

The USSR National Library is the State 
V.I. Lenin Library. 

ITALY 

The government supports national cen­
tral libraries in both Florence and 
Rome plus six (6) national libraries in 
other cities. These libraries are 
directed by the Ministry of National 
Education. 

SWITZERLAND 

The government maintains an efficient 
National Library in Bern, several 
regional depots for lending books and 
partially supports the "Bibliotheque 
pour tous", a system of travelling 
libraries which lend half a million 
volumes per year. 

BELGIUM 

The "Bibliotheque Royale de Belgique" 
has a collection of three million 
volumes. 

ALLEMAGNE 

La Republique federale allemande n'a pas de 
bibliotheque nationale mais ce role a ete rem­
pli par la "Deutsche Bibliothek" it Francfort, 
la "Staatsbibliothek Preussischer Kultur­
besitz" it Berlin et la "Bayrische Staatsbi­
bliothek" it Munich. 

La "Deutsche Staatsbibliothek" it Berlin Est 
est Ie centre international allemand d' echan­
ges et de pret-entre-bibliotheque. La 
"Deutsche Bticherer" it Leipzig collectionne 
toutes les publications en langue allemande et 
toutes leurs traductions alnsi que tous les 
documents publies sur I' Allemagne en langues 
,hrangeres; elle est utilisee comme biblio­
the que nationale de l'Allemagne de l'Est. 

UNION DES REPUBLIQUES SOCIALISTES SOVIETIQUES 

La bibliotheque nationale de l'URSS est la 
State V.I. Lenin Library. 

ITALIE 

Le gouvernement subventionne des bibliotheques 
nationales centrales it Florence et Rome en 
plus de six (6) autres bibliotheques natio­
nales dispersees it travers Ie pays. Ces bi­
bliotheques sont sous la direction du Minis­
tere national de l'education. 

SUISSE 

Le gouvernement subventionne une bibliotheque 
nationale it Berne et quelques depots de livres 
regionaux pour Ie pret. 11 subventionne par­
tiellement la "Bibliotheque pour tous", un 
systeme de bibliotheque ambulante qui prete un 
demi million de livres par annee. 

BELGIQUE 

La Bibliotheque royale de Belgique a une col­
lection de trois millions de livres. 



NETHERLANDS 

The "De Koninklijke Bibliotheek" in The 
Hague provide extensive interlibrary 
lending throughout the country. This 
library send learned Dutch publications 
to foreign libraries in return for 
worldwide scientific works, which are 
then distributed among the country's 
larger libraries. 
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SOUTH AFRICA 

The "Cape Provincial Library Service", 
consisting of a central library at 
Capetown and 18 regional libraries, and 
the "State Library" at Pretoria are 
both recognized as national libraries. 
The "State Library" operates the 
country's interlibrary loan system. 

AUSTRALIA 

The National Library of Australia in 
Canberra maintains a union catalogue of 
the monographs and serials held in many 
Australian libraries. Its collections 
COVer all subjects but emphasises the 
social sciences and the humanities. 

UNITED STATES OF AMERICA 

The largest and in many respects the 
greatest of American libraries, the 
Library of Congress serVes the Congress 
and the Nation. The library publishes 
the National Union Catalog which 
contains entries for books, pamphlets, 
maps, atlases and periodicals. 

CANADA 

The National Library of Canada came 
into being when the National Library 
Act become operative in January 1953. A 
union catalog was created to contain 
the cards of 300 canadian libraries. 
The library publishes a national 
bibliography on a monthly basis, 
Canadiana, and also an index to 
canadian periodicals. CISTI specializes 
in the science field and is recognized 
as the National Science Library for 
Canada.

We have decided to present to you in 
this last "Focus", the needs and moti­
vations which first induced library 
technicians to form OALT/ ABO. By the 
same token, you will at last understand 
the goals that the library technicians 
gave to our association. We hope to 
refresh your memory and to revive the 
ardour of all the members who have not 
dared to really become involved with 
OALT/ABO. 

In the early '70, the profession was 
dawning and many did not know what 
"Library Technology" was. The 
graduates of the various programs had 
no means of communication, had great 
difficulties to meet each other and 
experienced upheavals in being 
recognized as professional. They were 
considered nothing more than 
"specialized clerks". 

Only one association existed in Thunder 
Bay and it was named the "Canadian Li­
brary Technicians Association". After 
numerous meetings the LTs realized how 
unrealistic it was for them to create a 
nation wide association, thus creating 
the OALT/ABO. It would be far easier to 
be recognized as a provincial group in­
stead of a national one. On forming 
this association, efforts were concen­
trated towards the same goals. By 
clearly defining their roles, acquiring 
knowledge from organized workshops that 
catered their needs, library technician~ 
could be accepted as professionals. 
Finally the intellectual solitude 
shattered thanks be to the communica­
tion between colleagues • 

Thus, after a long period of brewing, 
the association was born in 1974 at the 
"Impact'74" Conference held in Toronto. 
The OALT/ABO was the realization of 
many aspirations and LTs had great 
faith that it would achieve the goals 
they had established in the Consti­
tution.
