This year the ORBISRO did not have a Director. Carol 
Moher went to the September Board ofDirectors meeting, 
and I went to the Nov., Feb. and Mar meeting as well as 
attended the Annual Business Meeting at the Conference. 

This year the Board ofDirectors & the Provincial Exec. 
started working on the Board ofDirectors' policies & the 
Duties ofthe OALT/ABO Administrations. Due to the 
enormous amooot ofwork this entailed this will be 
continued into the 1996197 year. 

We also 100ked at the new membership form and I was 
asked at the Nov. meeting to revise the form, to meet with 
the Boards approval. The form was approved with minor 
corrections on the French version. 

The new brochure which was approved last year, was 
brought up again with minor corrections, as well as most 
ofthe regions folUld the master copy they received, did 
not reproduce good quality. This will be looked at in the 
new year. It was decided to update the fact sheet this year 
and to print it on paper that matches the brochure. Donna 
Martin volooteered to update the "Information Sheet" and 
the English version was presented at the Brainstorming. 
Each region will receive a master disk and paper to 
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produce their own copies. However, it also must be 
translated. 

At the Annual Business Meeting in May, the Provincial 
Constitution in both languages was finally accepted. 
Thanks to Susan Bourdeau and Danielle Amat for all the 
time and effort they put into this job. 

At the brainstorming the following ideas were brought up: 

1. LookatOALT/ABO 
Susan Bourdeau suggested a brainstorming day or 
weekend where members would get together and talk 
about the future ofthe Association. P. Casey volunteered 
to set up something, and notices went out in Aug. to have 
it following the Board ofDirectors meeting on Sept. 21. 
However, this was cancelled due to "Lack of interest". I 
felt that it was not a "Lack of interest" but ofshort notice, 
lack offunds, distance and time. Perhaps each region can 
host their own brainstorming. 

2. Fee Structure 
This is an re-occurring issue, so it was suggested a 
committee be set up to study our membership fee 
structure. 

3. Membership directory 
Susan Bourdeau, has volunteered to work on producing 
the new directory. She will be looking at a binder 
directory which could be easily updated. 

4. Money in bank I Conference costs 
Chris Carmichael began by reading Huronia's concern 
regarding the large investment balances mostly realized 
from conference profits. The conference manual states that 
"profit is not the primary aim ofthe conference". They 
proposed that the money should be used to help 
membership. Perhaps a cap on conference profits or 
delegates should receive a refimd Chris noted that when 
she added monies held in G.lC.'s within the regions the 
total was $28,000.00. OALT/ABO is a non-profit 
organization, and Huronia cancelled a dynamic pre­
conference speaker due to lack o~money. Discussion 
followed raising the following points. It was suggested 
that the Provincial buy a computer for the use ofthe 
Secretary. Refunding delegates wouldn't be an option 
because many are sponsored by their employers. Perhaps 
the Conference profits should be split on a sliding ratio to 
discourage high profits. The Thunder Bay region would 
like to see OALT/ABO investment funds to help its 
already struggling members rather than offer scholarships 
to students who may never join Yet others, felt the need 

for OALT/ABO to promote itselfboth inside and outside 
the organization. The Provincial will help regions with 
funds for a workshop/speaker if requested. It was 
suggested that the Provincial give an automatic amount to 
the region hosting the Conference because they are usually 
very low in funds until the conference books are closed 
This issue ofprofits and investments will be on the agenda 
this coming year and we are asked to bring comments and 
suggestions to the Sept. meeting. 

This has been an interesting year and I hope to continue 
on as a full-time Director
