---' On Saturday May 25th , more than 
30 people attended this workshop at Algonquin College. 
Our facilitator, Laurie McCarthy from the Association of 
Universities and Colleges of Canada has also been 
teaching part-time in the Library and Information 
Technician program at Algonquin College for 10 years. 
The participants came from MARC and non-MARC 
environment, performing various cataloguing functions 
such as cataloguing serials, books or even maps. 

There was a lot of material to cover to ensure that all 
attendees benefited from the workshop, First, we briefly 
reviewed the elements of descriptive cataloguing, then 
proceeded to see how to apply the changes to the ISBD. 
Part of the afternoon was devoted to the Dublin Core 
format.
