To catalogue or not to 
catalogue? 

I recently read an article that 
depicted the horrors that some LIT's 
may experience when faced with the 
prospect of cataloguing. 

"Cataloguing? I'd rather have my finger nails ripped offi" 
"Cataloguing? I'd rather have spokes driven into my eyes!" 
(Well, this was the gist; however, I rather doubt that these 
extreme punishments would be taken) (Well ... some 
people really hate cataloguing .. . well .. . I digress) 

I agree with the author in that cataloguing is a creative and 
informative process that requires patience and intuition. 
(We rock!) . 

There have been a number of changes to how and what is 
catalogued since I began cataloguing five years ago and 
this just adds to the excitement!! ! 

The shift over to cataloguing Web resources and electronic 
documents has changed our perception of how and why. In 
the past I've heard numerous choruses of "Why should we 
catalogue Websites?" Why indeed! 

One reason is to properly describe and provide access 
points to the wealth of information on the Internet not 
provided by search engines and to incorporate that wealth 
into our library collections. A second is that, many 
monographs and serials are available electronically now, 
and we have the advent of e-books, as well. 

Initially this why had to be sifted through and once it had 
been determined that this was a viable venture, the how 

_ pame into play. Last year chapters 9 and 12 of AACR2 
were revamped to incorporate the how. 
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Recently, I attended a two day cataloguing workshop on 
electronic serials and integrating resources using 
CONSER, MARC21 and AACR2 practices. The amount 
of information covered was vast and we did not have time 
to cover everything. Many of the changes are for the 
greater good and ease of use. We also need to look at 
resources as information sources, just as periodicals and 
monographs. It takes time to wrap your head around 
cataloguing a Website or a gateway (which is really just a 
subject directory). I found it easier to think "What kind of 
publication would this be if it were in print?" (What kind of 
tree would it be? . .. ) 



So many changes, so little time. 1, however, have all 
day, if anyone is interested in discussing this further. 
So, stay tuned for more scintillating discussion 
regarding this topic in my next column (1 know, the 
anticipation is overwhelming, but you'll just have to 
wait).

Cataloguer ou ne pas 
cataloguer? 

J'ai lu recemment un article,

Je suis d'accord avec l'auteur, en ce que, Ie catalogage 
.est un processus educatif et createur, qui requiert 
patience et intuition (En cela, nous excellons!) 

Plusieurs changements se sont produits, dans la fayon 
de cataloguer et dans Ie genre de documents, ou 
d'elements a cataloguer, depuis que j'ai commence a 
cataloguer, il y a cinq ans, et ce n'est que Ie debut des 
sensations fortes!!! 

Le fait de passer au catalogage de resources Web et de 
documents electroniques a contribue a changer notre 
perception de "comment" et "pourquoi" cataloguer. 
Autrefois, j'entendais des gens s'ecrier : "Pourquoi 
devrions-nous cataloguer des sites Web?" Pourquoi, en 
effet! 

Dne des raisons tient a vouloir decrire adequatement, 
et, fournir des points d'acces aux richesses 
d'information qui se trouvent sur l'Internet, rnais qui 
sont inaccessibles autrement qu'electroniquement, 
meme par Ie biais des outils de recherche habituels, et 
a desirer incorporer ces tresors dans nos collections de 
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bibliotheques. Dne deuxieme raison consiste en ce que, 
plusieurs monographies et periodiques sont rnaintenant 
accessibles electroniquement, sans compter l'arrivee sur Ie 
marche, des livres electroniques. 

Au debut, Ie "pourquoi" s'est vU passer au tamis, puis, 
lorsqu'il rut determine que c'etait une option viable, alors, 
on s'attaqua au "comment", avec Ie resultat, que, I'an 
dernier, les chapitres 9 et 12, furent renoves, pour 
incorporer Ie "comment". 

Dernierement, j'ai assiste a un atelier de deux jours, sur Ie 
catalogage des periodiques electroniques, et sur 
l'incorporation des ressources, par l'entrernise de CONSER, 
MARC21 , et RCAA2. L'etendue d'information a couvrir 
etait trop vaste, et nous n'avons pas eu Ie temps de tout 
etudier. Plusieurs des changements visent l'amelioration 
universelle, et une meilleure facilite d'usage. Mais, nous 
devons aussi voir les diverses res sources comme de 
simples sources d'information, comme Ie sont les 
periodiques et les monographies. Ca prend du temps pour 
s'y retrouver dans les labyrinthes, que sont parfois les sites 
Web et les portails d'acces, pour les cataloguer. (Et 
souvent ils ne sont fmalement, rien d'autre que des 
repertoires de vedettes-rnatieres). J'ai parfois trouve cela 
plus facile d'attaquer leur cataloguage en pensant : "QueUe 
sorte de publication ce site serait-il, s'il etait publie en 
format imprime?", ou de m'imaginer: "De queUe espece 
d'arbre extrairait-on son papier? 

Tant de changements en si peu de temps. Cependant, je 
pourrait en parler a longueur de joumee, si quelqu'un etait 
interesse a une discussion plus approfondie. Alors, 
demeurez a I'ecoute, pour d'autres discussions stimulantes 
sur ce sujet, dans rna prochaine chronique. (Je sais, vous 
trepignez d'impatience, rnais, vous aUez devoir patienter.)
