RE: The electronic distribution of information to 
our Members 

Today, almost everyone uses Electronic Mai l. 
Some people maintain only one E-Mail Account 
while others access their messages from 

multiple locations (i .e., both at the Office and at 
Home). Whatever practice is used to obtain 
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informat ion over the Internet , we al l have to 
acquire good habits to efficiently manage our 
messages. 

An e-mail system is not a document fil ing system. 
It is a communicat ion tool to send messages and 
data to others. As such , basic storage for an e­
mail account is usuaUy of limited size. This 
includes messages and' attachments in all fo lders 
(inbox, sent mai l, drafts, etc.). Hotmail is one 
example of a Service Provider that sets tight 
storage restr ict ions. Once the maximum limit 
has been reached , the affected accou~t will no 
longer be able to send or receive messages. 
Furthermore, the System wi II issue a Broadcast 
to the sender warning that the storage capac ity 
for the recipient's account has been exceeded. 
Having said this , the following recommendat ions 
might just keep the size of your Account in 
check: 

Review your e-mail account regularly. 
Practice e-mail etiquette. 
Don ' t attach unnecessary fi les to 
messages. 
Don't retain large amounts of text or 
attached fi les or graphics in your 
Folders. Detatch them and then delete 
the original message. 
Don't forward unnecessary e-mai l 
exchanges, such as e-mail Chain Letters. 
Don't use electronic mail as a "Chat 
Room". 
Don't reply to 'spam' Uunk e-mai l) 
messages. 
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The Executive and Committees of Ottawa 
Chapter/Section d'Ottawa use an electronic 
mailing list to distribute informat ion for the 
convenience of its members. Holding such 
records is a pr ivilege that requires paying 
attention to the proper use of content and 
address management. All mater ial distributed 
through " cyberspace" is screened carefully for 
composition and format. Unfortunately, when a 
message is rejected by an e-mail server because 
its allotted space is exhausted, the member 
misses out on the timely receipt of Associat ion 
news. 

Therefore, please help us help you by keeping 
your electronic mail account clean!

As soon as the Ottawa Executive 
found out that the 2005 OALT/ABO Conference would 
be held in Ottawa, we looked for a convenient venue for 
conference participants, whether they travel by plane, 
train, car or bus. We chose the Algonquin College 
campus, where the residence, events, workshops, & 
nearby services, are all within a very short walking 
distance from each other. 

Next, we chose May 11 -15/2005, as dates that would not 
conflict with May holidays (Mother'S Day & Victoria 
Day), or with other conferences, but would coincide with 
special events, like the Tulip Festival. The Theme 
"Survive & Thrive" came naturally, as a follow-up to the 
2004 conference 's theme of "Phoenix" rising from its 
ashes ... not only to "Survive", but also "Thrive". The 
theme inspired our conference poster logo, distributed at 
the 2004 conference, in London. 

Immediately after the 2004 conference, the Ottawa 
executive sent out a call for volunteers, to participate in 
the 2005 Conference Planning Committee. A dozen 
people showed up at the first brainstomling meeting, held 
on May 27/2004, and they've been going strong ever 
since, meeting once a month, to find interesting 
workshops and pleasant activities, to offer to the 2005 
conference participants. 

The committee includes long-standing members and 
newcomers alike, last year 's graduates and long career 
veterans, representing the private and public sectors, 
working for large and small libraries, and they are all 
eager to make the 2005 conference, as diversified and 
interesting, to as many members of the OALT/ABO as 
possible. 

In order to achieve this goal, we strived to offer a balance 
between non-technical workshops, to relax and entertain, 
and technical workshops, running the gamut, from 
reference to acquisitions, to cataloguing, to computer­
driven technology, including a I-day pre-conference 
workshop on electronic serials, on Wednesday, May 
11/2005. 

Rounding up our list of workshops and activities, we 
added visits to main local attractions, such as the 
Governor General's residence, plus, a tour of the Library 
and Archives Canada Preservation Centre, and other 
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libraries, demonstrating their use of state-of-the-art 
technology. For your entertainment, a "wine and cheese" 
evening, with two guest local authors (an English non­
fiction author, and a French fiction author) , will 
inaugurate the conference, and a banquet, with a local 
speaker, will close it. The Algonquin College Alumni 
will celebrate the 35th Anniversary of the Library 
Technician program, while the non-alumni, can plan on 
an evening at the theater, or other pleasant activities. 

We' re only half-way between the 2004 conference and 
the 2005 conference, and already the 2005 Conference 
Planning Committee has accomplished a lot. We are now 
in the process of scheduling workshops that have been 
confirmed, and working on confirming others, so that we 
can offer something of interest, to all the members of 
OALT/ABO, and make it as memorable a conference as 
we can. 

You are all welcome at Algonquin College, from 
Wednesday, May 11 th to Sunday May 15th 2005, and we 
hope to make your visit, most enjoyable. See you all in 
Ottawa, in May 2005!!
